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This summary of the phytosanitary regulations of the European Union (EU), i.e. of EU Directive 2000/29 and related texts, forms part of the EPPO publication Summaries of Phytosanitary Regulations. It provides information on the phytosanitary regulations of all Member States of the EU: Austria, Belgium, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Ireland, Italy, Luxemburg, Netherlands, Portugal, Spain, Sweden, UK. It should be consulted as the main source of information on the phytosanitary regulations of these countries. The Directive supposes that all or part of the territories of certain Member States shall be considered as one or several "protected zones". Movement of certain commodities into and within protected zones is subject to requirements additional to those for the EU in general. These requirements are presented, as appropriate, in the summaries for the individual Member States, also included in the EPPO publication Summaries of Phytosanitary Regulations. 
The content of the present summary, and of those for individual Member States, is identical to that of EPPO's computer database PRS. PRS is provided with a user-friendly interface for retrieval of this information in relation to consignments of specific commodities exported to any EU Member State from any country (including other EU Member States). Users are strongly advised to consult PRS in the first instance, and to refer to this printed summary only for an overall view. The consolidated text of EU Directive 2000/29 is also supplied with PRS, as a computer text file. 
This summary has been submitted to the EU Commission for review, and is believed to contain complete and up-to-date information. Nevertheless, it does not constitute a legally approved substitute of either the original text of EU Directive 2000/29 or of the regulations of individual Member States. If in doubt, users should refer to the original texts.

DEFINITIONS

EU definitions and glossary equivalents

The definitions given below are those of EU Directive 2000/29. The equivalent terms of the ISPM "Glossary of Phytosanitary Terms" are also specified and are in most cases identical or nearly so. In PRS, the Glossary terms are used.

Certain other terms used in the EU Directive, but not defined in it, have also been replaced by Glossary terms: "ban" is replaced by "prohibition", "plant health" by "phytosanitary" and "region" by "area". The expression "known not to occur" is substituted for "known to be free", in the case of an area.

Plants: living plants and specified living parts thereof, including seeds. Living parts of plants include fruits (in the botanical sense) and vegetables, other than those preserved by deep freezing, tubers, corms, bulbs, rhizomes, cut flowers, branches with foliage, cut trees retaining foliage, leaves, plant tissue cultures, live pollen and cuttings, .

Glossary equivalent: plants
Seeds: Seeds in the botanical sense, other than those not intended for planting.

Glossary equivalent: seeds
Plant products: products of plant origin, unprocessed or having undergone simple preparation, in so far as these are not plants.

Glossary equivalent: plant products
Planting: any operation for the placing of plants to ensure their subsequent growth, reproduction or propagation.

Glossary equivalent: planting
Plants intended for planting: plants which are already planted and are intended to remain planted or to be replanted after their introduction; plants which are not planted at the time of introduction but are intended to be planted thereafter.

Glossary equivalent: plants for planting
Harmful organisms: any species, strain or biotype of plant, animal or pathogenic agent injurious to plants or plant products. 

Glossary equivalent: pests
Plant passport: official label which gives evidence that the provisions of the Directive are satisfied, and which is standardized at EU level for different types of plants or plant products, and prepared by the responsible official body in a Member State and issued in accordance with the implementing rules governing the details of the procedure for issuing plant passports.

Glossary equivalent : none
Protected zone: recognized zone in the EU in which one or more harmful organisms referred to in the Directive, which are established in one or more parts of the EU, are not endemic or established despite favourable conditions for them to establish there, or in which there is a danger that certain harmful organisms will establish themselves, given propitious ecological conditions, for particular crops, despite the fact that these are not endemic or established in the EU.

Glossary equivalent: not exactly available. The old Glossary term "protected area" is not exactly equivalent.

Official statement (or measure): statement (or measure) made (or taken) by representatives of the official plant protection organization or, under their responsibility, by other public servants, in the case of statements (or measures) related to the issuing of phytosanitary certificates; either by such representatives or public servants, or by "qualified agents" employed by one of the responsible official bodies of a Member State, in all other cases (e.g. plant passports).

Glossary equivalent : broadly, official statement, or measure. 
Wood: wood insofar as it retains all or part of its natural round surface, with or without bark, or as it is in the form of chips, particles, sawdust, wood waste or scrap, or in the form of dunnage, spacers, pallets or packing material actually in use in the transport of objects all kinds, provided that it presents a plant health risk.

Glossary equivalent: wood, except squared wood. The Glossary term is comprehensive, including wood which has not retained any part of its natural round surface. In recent EPPO terminology, this latter category has been called "Squared wood" (see definition of Squaring under Standard phrases). In addition, chips and particles have been called "Particle wood", sawdust, wood waste and scrap "Waste wood", dunnage, spacers, pallets or packing material "Packing wood", and everything remaining in the EC definition is then "Non-squared wood". These terms are used in PRS. 
Protected zones

PROHIBITED IMPORTS

These prohibitions concern the import into the EU, or spread by human agency within the EU, of specified commodities. The term "Plants" used under this heading is not in line with the all-inclusive Glossary definition. For convenience, it is used to refer to "Plants for planting except seeds, bulbs and tubers, and potatoes".

POINTS OF ENTRY

According to the Customs Regulations, the points of entry for consignments of plants, plant products and soil originating in non-EU countries are normally restricted to places at the EU frontier (including international airports) where a customs-house is located.

There are no specific points of entry for consignments originating in EU countries, which in this respect can circulate freely within the EU.

CERTIFICATES AND PASSPORTS

Phytosanitary certificates

Phytosanitary certificates are required for relevant imports into the EU of plants, plant products and other articles originating in non-EU countries. If special requirements apply to commodities introduced into or moved within relevant protected zones, the phytosanitary certificate attests to these as well as to any applying to the whole EU.

The phytosanitary certificate (PC) shall be in conformity with Annexe VII, Part A, of Directive 2000/29/EEC. It shall be issued in the country of origin, but may be issued in another country: 1) in the case of wood, if it is required that the wood shall be stripped of its bark; 2) in other cases, if the special requirement can be fulfilled also at other places than that of origin.

The phytosanitary certificate for re-export (RC) shall be in conformity with the model laid down in Annexe VII, Part B, of Directive 2000/29/EEC. The RC must be attached to the PC or to a certified copy of the latter.

The official phytosanitary inspection in the exporting country, on which the PC or RC is based, must take place not more than 14 days before dispatch. All documents should be in one of the official EU languages, and preferably in one of the official languages of the Member State of destination. The document must be entirely in capital letters or machine-typed, all botanical names should be in Latin, and no alterations or erasures should be made. Any copy should be clearly labelled as such.

Plant passports

The plant passport allows free circulation of plants and plants products within the Single Market of the EU. It replaces the PC in intra-Community trade.

The plant passport accompanies relevant plants, plant products and other objects moving within the EU. It is generally issued at the place of production and, after phytosanitary checks, attests to compliance with EU restrictions.

In certain specific cases, the plant passport is only needed for consignments destined for professional consumers, and is not needed if it is clear by the packaging or otherwise that the consignment is destined for non-professional final consumers.

Plants and plant products introduced into or moved within protected zones must be accompanied by a plant passport affirming that the commodity fulfils the special requirements of the protected zone.

Plants and plant products imported from non-EU countries are generally inspected at or near the EU frontier. If the import concerns plants and plant products for which in domestic and intra-Community trade a plant passport is needed, this document is also necessary for further transport within the EU of imports from non-EU countries. In this case the plant passport is issued at the EU frontier after import inspection.

Exceptions

Additional declarations

The EU does not in general require that the official statement with respect to specific requirements is confirmed on the PC by an additional declaration (AD). EU Member States require this only in special cases, indicated in the commodity-specific requirements.

Derogations

Member States can be authorized to grant derogations for certain plants or plant products which are normally prohibited or subject to restrictions. These cases have been noted under the relevant commodity requirement sections.
